Before You Begin

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Pull Handle
Place two bolts 1/4-20 x 1-1/2 into holes in pull
handle (10) and through holes on left or right side
of grill bottom.

Fasten each bolt with a washer, lock washer, and
nut.  FIGURE 1.

Repeat procedure for the right side.

Place solid surface side shelf (5) onto the grill pull
handle.  Fasten shelf bracket (10) to the bottom of
the side shelf with two #10-24  x 1" screws.  FIGURE

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Stainless Steel Side Shelf
Slide the tool hook bar into the side shelf aligning
the holes in the tool hook bar (2) and the side shelf
(10).  Slide each stainless steel side shelf (1) onto
the grill pull handle.  Secure with one 1/4-20
screw.  FIGURE 4.

Insert  screw through spacer and into hole on  top
of pull handle (10).  Tighten.

Position wood side shelf (3) onto pull handle (10)
with spacer inserted between two wooden shelf
slats.

Pull Handle
Place two bolts 1/4-20 x 1-1/2 into holes in pull
handle (10) with SKGARY attached (6) and
through holes on left or right side of grill bottom.

Fasten each bolt with a washer, lock washer, and
nut.
